I. Purpose for the Request for Proposal 
 

Coastal Plains Community MHMR Center is seeking undeveloped property for the 
purpose of constructing a facility from which Mental Health and Mental Retardation 
services shall be provided.  Additionally, it is the Center’s intent to co-locate with a 
physical health facility operated by Community Action of South Texas. 

 
II. Background 
 

Coastal Plains Community MHMR Center currently operates a Mental Health Clinic and 
Mental Retardation Center which deliver services to Kleberg County.  These facilities are 
currently located in the City of Kingsville where the majority of the Center’s consumers 
reside. 

 
The latest trend, both in Texas and other states, is to provide a more holistic approach to 
services, which address both behavioral and physical health needs.  The Center has 
entered into an inter-local agreement with Community Action of South Texas to co-locate 
their Federally Qualified Healthcare Clinic into the future MHMR service site in 
Kingsville. 

 
III  Desired Characteristics of the Property 
 

A. Size of the Property 
The property must be at least 2.0 acres, contiguous; to accommodate the building 
and parking needs of the future building site.  The Center has a “not to exceed” 
limit of 3 acres to avoid unnecessary cost of upkeep and grounds keeping. 
 

B. Location 
The property must be located west of Highway 77 and must be adjacent to a main 
thoroughfare of the city.  Close proximity to other governmental services is 
desired, but not required.  The individuals to whom we provide services 
frequently do not own reliable transportation.  Consequently, accessibility is an 
important factor in the Center’s determination of best value.  The Center would 
like to avoid (if possible) property which is immediately adjacent to residential 
construction.  A location which provides for security is also a consideration in 
determining best value. 
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C. Zoning 

The property must be appropriately zoned for its intended use (C2, C3, C4) 
 

D. Drainage / Flood Rating 
The property must be sufficiently elevated as to avoid flooding, or standing water.  
Adjacent City drainage must accommodate (within reason) heavy rain.  The RFP 
respondent must provide the property’s flood hazard rating as identified by the 
Flood Insurance Rate Map.  (Fore more information see FEMA.gov Web site.) 
 

E. Environmental Liability 
The property must be free of any environmental liabilities, which would prevent 
its intended utilization, or represent a legal liability for the Center.  The proposer 
shall provide written assurance stating any known environmental concerns as part 
of the RFP requirements.  Upon selection, the proposer agrees to allow soil testing 
for the purpose of a final decision to purchase. 
 

IV. Qualified Respondents 
 

To be considered, respondents must be the owner of the property submitted, or a 
representative of the owner who has the authority to legally bind the owner (i.e.: realtor, 
attorney, etc.). 

 
V. Directions for Submission 
 

Invitations for Proposals should allow sufficient time for receipt of the preferred mail 
response.  Proposals will be opened and recorded on September 9, 2011 at 4:00 p.m.

To be considered responsive, the RFP must contain the following items: (NOTE:

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A. Legal description / plat of property 
B. Most recent county tax appraisal 
C. Sale price 
D. Written environmental assurance statement required by Section III-(5).  Statement 

must include a description of any pipeline right-of-ways, wells (working or non-
working) and or any petro-chemical equipment, to include tanks. 

E. Flood / drainage rating as described in Section III-(4). 
F. Description of available City utilities 
G. Statement that the property is clear of all legal encumbrances (liens, tax liabilities, 

unresolved litigation, etc.). 
  

H. Signature of owner or authorized party submitting proposal. 
 

VII. Selection Criteria 
 
Selection Process: 
Proposals meeting requirements will be submitted to the Center’s Board of Trustees.  
Board members will select the proposal that represents best value in their opinion.  Board 
members will take into consideration the specifics of the RFP such as: 

 
�x Cost 
�x Location 
�x Accessibility 
�x Environmental consideration 
�x Flood plain 
�x Zoning 
�x Other attributes cited by the proposal as “selling points” 

 
The Center will make arrangements for payment of the total purchase price, which will 
be obligated contractually. 
 

VIII. Reservation of Rights 
 

Coastal Plains community MHMR Center reserves and may exercise the right to request 
one or more of the proposers to provide additional material, clarification, confirmation or 
modification to any information regarding the proposed property.
